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Vice Admiral Thor Hanson, USN (Ret.)

Tucson Boys Choir ‘40-‘42

I n every life, there are defining moments.

In a life full of accomplishments — high school valedictorian,
Rhodes Scholar, Naval Academy graduate and decorated officer
—Vice Admiral (ret.) Thor Hanson can name more than a few.
One of these was the day that Eduardo Caso knocked on his
front door to ask him to join a newly formed singing group, then
called the Tucson Boys Choir.

Thorwas 11 years old, and an acolyte at the Grace Episcopal
Church where he sang solos at church social events. Caso had
heard of this young vocalist and, eager tofill the ranks of the
fledgling Chorus with a dozen or so strong voices, selected Hanson.

“l was flattered and eager to join,” Hanson said, recalling
that he had heard about the Chorus from his mother, a drama
teacher at St. Joseph’s Academy.

“It remains to this day a part of my life that | can recall as if
it were yesterday,” Hanson said.

It was 1940, post war Depression, and the Tucson Boys
Choir with about 30 members, was barely more than a year old.
Hanson recalls rehearsals two times a week at the First
Methodist Church on Park Avenue and performing concerts at
the Temple of Music and Art.

Although the Chorus didn’t travel much in its formative
years, there was a busy rehearsal and performance schedule,
with one, sometimes two concerts a week.

“Mr. Caso was such a great promoter, that he would book
us wherever he thought someone might want to hear singing,”
Hanson said. They sangin churches, at community fairs, in
parades and on radio.

Thor remembers how the director stressed for the boys to
be physically fit. Caso, who had moved to Tucson from England in
part because of a respiratory ailment, peppered his rehearsals
with physical fitness routines.

“It was important to Mr. Caso that we were physically, as
well as vocally, in top form,” Hanson said.

Hanson was a member of the Chorus through 1942, when
he was promoted from Mansfield Junior High to Tucson High
School. Butthe love of music and the enjoyment of
performance would continue throughout his life.

During his senior year at Tucson High School, he was student
director of the Swing Band. Despite being under age, he played
lead alto saxophone and clarinet in The Blue Moon Ballroom,
located ‘On the Bend of the Miracle Mile in Sunny Tucson, Arizona’,
asthe announcer said on the Saturday night broadcasts.

Hanson graduated Tucson High as valedictorian in 1945,
enrolling at the University of Arizona, biding his time until he would
be old enough to apply to the U.S. Naval Academy in Annapolis.

Hanson continued performing, playing in the Naval Academy
Midshipman Dance Band and singing in the Naval Academy Chapel
Choir. He graduated from the Naval Academy in 1950 and reported
to a destroyer off Korea, where the war had just begun. In 1951, he

won a Rhodes
Scholarshipandbegana
three-year tour of duty as
a student at Oxford
University where he
earned a master’s
degree in philosophy,
politics and economics.

During his 32
years of commissioned
service, he advanced to
the rank of vice admiral.
His assignments
alternated from sea to
shore duty.

At sea he commanded a minesweeper as a lieutenant, a
destroyer as a commander during the Vietnam War and a carrier
battle group of the Sixth Fleet in the Mediterranean. Ashore he
had five different tours of the Pentagon, including assignments
as naval aide to Secretary of the Navy John Chafee, military
assistant to Secretary of Defense Harold Brown and staff
director for the Joints Chiefs of Staff as a vice admiral. He
commanded the Pearl Harbor Naval Station as a captain and
was chief of naval mission in Brazil as a rear admiral.

After retiring from the Navy in 1982, he was a CNN military
analyst, providing commentary on the Falklands War. That same
year, he entered the public sector, serving as presidentand CEO
of the National Multiple Sclerosis Society, a position he held for
tenyears.

Th e last time Hanson saw Mr. Caso was in 1958. “I

was a lieutenant in Washington, DC, boarding a ferry on my way
to the Eastern shore with my wife, Charlotte, when on rolled this
big bus, with TUCSON BOYS CHORUS emblazoned in large letters
across the bus,” Hanson said.

Within moments of introducing himself, Caso corralled his
choristers, snapped them into formation, and gave an
impromptu performance.

“It was an incredible moment,” Hanson said. “l was very
moved —as were all the passengers on the ferry.”

Ten years ago, at age 65, Hanson retired once again,
moving to a community on the eastern end of the North Fork
of Long Island, with Charlotte his wife of 46 years. They have
five children, one grandson and a second grandchild due in
March. Music continues to play a partin his life.

For the past four years, he has sung cabaret, backed by an
instrumental trio, playing benefits in support of a local historical
society dedicated to preserving and recording the rich local
history of the east end of Long Island. His upcoming show on
March 8 supports the Peconic Land Trust and its land
conservation work and another local project in aquaculture
training and shellfish restoration.
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Memories By thor Hanson

| learned a lot about
discipline from Chorus
Director Eduardo Caso
that was a great boon at
Annapolis and during
my career.

He — Mr. Caso to us —
ran a taut ship. In
rehearsal and per-
formance, he was a
perfectionist; didn’t raise
his voice but made it clear that he wanted and
could get our full attention. “Confound you, Burrows
— or Hanson” (whoever had interrupted or wasn’t
paying attention.) And he did on occasion wield a
paddle in the old British schoolmaster tradition.

He also believed in introducing us to manly sports.
Thus, we were paired off with 12-ounce gloves and
coached and refereed by him, a former and very
good boxer. | learned to appreciate what good
shape Joe Louis was in and why he trained so
hard: Three rounds with those gloves on and you
could scarcely lift your arms.

It was early in WWII and |, the alto soloist, would
often don my VFW Boys Band uniform with Sam
Browne belt and sing “My Buddy” and “Johnny
Doughboy” in concert, the rest of the choir in blue
cassocks and white cottas.

Gas rationing kept us mostly to Tucson
appearances, but we did make it to Phoenix a
couple times. The afternoon of a big concert in
Scottsdale, Mr. Caso informed me that | was to sing
that night, a song | had never heard. The choir
would hum in parts as background. He and the
accompanist ran me through it twice. “That’s fine,
Hanson; now go learn it.” | sweated over it and
even printed some lines on my wrists to help. But,
as | stood up there at the front of the stage, the
spotlight blinded me. When a phrase was elusive, |
made one up and got through it — to much
applause, as | recall. Still, | was pretty terrified that
he would bawl me out for forgetting. Surprise:
“Hanson, very well done: A true professional can
improvise. Next time, of course, you'll have it
down.” | did.

Maximize the Impact:
Corporate Matching Gifts

Under a corporate matching gift program, gifts
made by a company’s eligible employee are matched
with company or corporate foundation funds. Most
will match your contribution dollar for dollar, but
many companies will even double or triple the gift.

The best way to find out if your company has a
matching gift program is to ask your payroll or human
resources department. Procedures vary from
company to company, but generally, to initiate a
matching gift, a donor fills out the company’s
matching gift form and sends it along with his or her

donation to the Tucson Arizona Boys Chorus. We
complete the form and return it to the company.

Companies have a variety of ways in which
employees or former employees can participate. In
some cases, retirees, spouses, widows and
widowers and permanent part time employees may
also be eligible. Many companies have instituted
online applications.

Some of the major Tucson employers with
matching gift programs include: AOL, American
Airlines, Basha’s, Carondelet Health Services, Fry’s
Food & Drug, IBM, K-Mart, Intuit, Phelps Dodge
Mining Company, Raytheon, Target, Macy’s, Texas
Instruments, Walgreens, Walmart, and most local
and national banks.
